Designated the first European Cultural Route by the Council of Europe in 1987 and a UNESCO World
Heritage Site in 1993, this 400-kilometre route goes through Castilla y Ledn’s provinces of Burgos, Palencia
and Ledn. The French Route, one of the many routes of the Way of Saint James, is, without a doubt, one of the
most popular routes among cycle tourists across the world, thanks to its attractive heritage, beautiful
countryside, and great spiritual presence.

This part of the Camino was a pioneer among travel routes. It was along this route that mediaeval styles, such
as the Romanesque and Gotbhic styles, were introduced. This increased the number of monasteries, churches,
cathedrals and other infrastructure that were built alongside the Way to aid pilgrims on their journey to
Santiago de Compostela.

Today, we can appreciate the importance of the Romanesque style along the French Way in places such as San
Juan de Ortega, Fromista, Carrion de los Condes, Sahagun, Ledn, Astorga, Rabanal del Camino, Cacabelos,
Pieros and Villafranca del Bierzo.

Castillay Ledn is also home to extraordinary examples of Gothic architecture, such as the Cathedrals of Ledn
and Burgos, the latter being a UNESCO World Heritage Site. We encourage you to cycle along the Camino,
visit all of Castilla y Leon’s heritage treasures, enjoy the hospitality of its people, the diversity and purity of its
landscape and especially the richness and variety of its cuisine.

This route will allow you to discover Castilla y Ledn's valuable industrial mining heritage, as well as the
beautiful landscapes that it passes through. The route crosses the provinces of Ledn and Palencia, the only
provinces in Castillay Ledn that are home to coal mining. There are a total of 60 Sites of Cultural Interest on
this route.

The main route (known as route 1: Barruelo de Santullan - Balboa) crosses Palencia and Ledn’s northern
mining regions from east to west, with a total of over 400 km of the route divided into 13 stages, of about
25-30 km each.

There are other signposted routes linked to the main route that will take you to other mining towns and
valleys: Route 2: Cistierna - Crémenes; Route 3: Muda - San Cebrian de Mud3; Route 4: Riello - Villablino;
and Route 5: Cueto - Fabero.

These routes combine forest tracks with stretches of mainly secondary roads. Of the nine routes described
here, this is the most suitable one for mountain bikes due to the terrain and paths that make up this route. This
route is fully signposted (IMBA Espaiia).

This route forms part of the Traditional Routes that run through Castilla y Ledn to Santiago de Compostela. It
begins in Madrid and crosses Castilla y Ledn, through the provinces of Segovia, Valladolid and Ledn, joining
the French Route of the Pilgrim’s Way to Santiago in the Ledn town of Sahaguin, and with the EuroVelo 1 route
in the Valladolid town of Simancas. Cycling along the Camino de Madrid, you will find monumental
Historic-Artistic Sites, such as Real Sitio de San lldefonso, Coca, Cuéllar, Simancas, Medina de Rioseco,
Montealegre de Campos, San Pedro de las Duenas, Vilalba de los Alcores, Urueia, Grajal de Campos and
Sahagu, as well as the UNESCO World Heritage City of Segovia.

The religious architecture traditionally found on the Camino de Santiago is plentiful in these Historic-Artistic
Sites, with buildings such as the cathedral of Segovia, from the 16th century, or that of Valladolid, from the
end of the 16th century.

The Camino de Madrid showcases the variety of landscapes to be found in Castilla y Ledn. The route crosses
the foothills of the Guadarrama mountain range, to then enter the extensive plains of Tierra de Pinares. The
Eresma and Cega valleys will take you towards the Pisuerga valley, which leads to the Douro River. From here,
the Camino takes the Montes Torozos route, between holm oak groves and valleys, to reach the plains of
Tierra de Campos, on which the route stays until it reaches Sahagun, where you can take the French Pilgrim’s
Route to Santiago.

This route will take you through Castilla y Ledn from east to west, following the course of the Duero River. The
route begins in Duruelo de la Sierra, a village near the source of the river, and ends in Vega de Terrén, on the
Portuguese border.

Cycling at your own pace, you will discover monumental settlements that evidence this river’s historical
significance. There are 294 beautiful, historically and culturally valuable Sites of Cultural Interest and
Historic-Artistic Sites along this route, including Soria, Almazan, Berlanga de Duero, El Burgo de Osma, San
Esteban de Gormaz, Langa de Duero, Peflaranda de Duero, Gumiel de Izén, Vadocondes, Haza, Penafiel,
Fuentiduefa, Simancas, Tordesillas, Toro, Zamora and Fermoselle.

In addition, the route runs through the vineyards of the most famous wine regions in southern Europe. The
high concentration of winemakers in this area lead to the establishment of four Certified Wine Routes that
you can enjoy on your journey: Ribera del Duero Wine Route, Rueda Wine Route, Toro Wine Route and
Arribes del Duero Wine Route. This route also takes in the region’s natural beauty, crossing natural spaces
created by the river's course, most of which have been turned into important environmental and wildlife
reserves such as Laguna Negra and Urbién Glacial Cirques Natural Park, Arribes del Duero Natural Park and
the Castronufo-Vega del Duero Riverbank Natural Reserve. This route is fully signposted (IMBA Espaniia).

EuroVelo 1 belongs to EuroVelo, a European network of 16 long-distance cycling routes, promoted by the
European Cyclists’' Federation, which connects the entire European continent, over more than 80,000 km. The
EuroVelo 1 route stretches over 9,150 kilometres, starting at North Cape, Norway, it runs through England,
Ireland, France and Spain, ending in Camifia, Portugal.

The route enters Spain through the Atlantic Pyrenees in Navarra and follows the French Pilgrim’s Route to
Santiago until it reaches Burgos. Once there, you can visit the cathedral, the pinnacle of European Gothic art
and the only cathedral in Spain to be designated a World Heritage Site. You can also visit the Atapuerca
Archaeological Site, the cornerstone of human evolution, which is also a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

The route continues along the Canal of Castilla and the Douro Route, where you can enjoy the richness of the
renowned local wines and its delicious cuisine. Here you will find a wide range of resources and services
supported by the Certified Wine Routes of Cigales, Rueda and Toro. Follow the path of the Douro River until
you reach Zamora, Spain’s Romanesque Capital. From there you can travel on to the World Heritage City of
Salamanca via the Via de la Plata Route, this historically and culturally important city has one of the oldest
universities in the world. This route is fully signposted (IMBA Espana).

This route takes you through the places travelled by the knight Rodrigo Diaz de Vivar, known as El Cid, on his
march towards exile, which was decreed in the 11th century by King Alfonso VI. History intertwines with
legend on this route that follows the path the warrior took through the provinces of Burgos and Soria,
according to El Cantar de Mio Cid, the oldest preserved Castilian epic poem.

In these regions, Spain’s mediaeval past appears to come to life. On your way you will find fortresses (such as
the Caliphate of Gormaz), castles, churches and monasteries that comprise beautiful Historic-Artistic Sites
such as Covarrubias, Santo Domingo de Silos, Pefiaranda de Duero, Langa de Duero, San Esteban de Gormaz,
Burgo de Osma and Berlanga de Duero, and, of course, places closely linked to the history and legend of the
Cid, such as Vivar del Cid, San Pedro De Cardefa and Burgos, the city of El Cid par excellence.

This historical route, also known as The Exile Route, is fully signposted. It is surrounded by rich landscapes;
valleys populated by juniper, oak and holm oak trees, which alternate with non-irrigated farming land and
grapevines that produce fruit for wines of the D.O. Ribera del Duero. The route crosses many Natural Areas
of which the juniper groves of Arlanza and La Yecla valley, the Sorian stretch of the river Duero, and the Altos
de Barahona stand out.

This route, which connects the provincial capitals of Burgos, Soria, Segovia, Avila and Salamanca, stands out
for its vast cultural richness, with five UNESCO World Heritage Sites and 406 Sites of Cultural Interest. Taking
this cycle route, which crosses the south of Castilla y Ledn from east to west, you will travel along historic
routes such as the Teresiana Route and livestock trails such as the Cafnada Real Soriana Occidental.

At the push of a pedal, you can discover unique cities such as Burgos, whose cathedral is a UNESCO World
Heritage site. Enjoy the natural beauty of Soria, as well as the impressive Burgo de Osma, Caracena and the
extraordinary juniper groves of Calatafazor. You will eventually reach Ayllén and Riaza, close to the peaks of
the Sierra de Guadarrama National Park.

Discover the majesty of the town of Real Sitio de San lldefonso, near Segovia, then cycle past the great walls
of Avila, the city in which Saint Teresa of Jests was born and in which you can still find her family home. In
Avila, you can also visit the church, the relic room and the museum. Farther on, in Alba de Tormes, you will find
Saint Teresa's tomb and, along the rest of the route, you will feel her presence in towns where the convents
she founded were established. This journey’s end will bring you to your goal: Salamanca, a World Heritage
City. This route is fully signposted (IMBA Espaiia).

The Via de la Plata Route goes through Castilla y Le6n along the historic route of the same name, now a Site
of Cultural Interest. Used as a natural communication route between northern and southern Spain since
prehistoric times, this route was strengthened through the construction of various roadways in Roman times,
under Emperor Augustus in the 1st century A.D.

From Sierra de Béjar (where a Roman road, unique in Spain due to its length and good condition, is preserved)
to Via de la Carisa, you will be able to admire important remnants of the ancient Roman road and enjoy the
monumental cities that were established along its banks, such as Helmantica (Salamanca), a World Heritage
City thanks to its extraordinary cultural value; Ocellum Duri (Zamora), known as Spain’s “Romanesque Capital”
for its 22 Romanesque churches; and Ledn, a city whose Roman past is linked with gold mining in Las Médulas
and the development of the Via de la Plata Route.

Follow this route to enjoy a wide variety of landscapes, from the oak-filled terrains of the Central System to
the gentle undulations, peneplains, vineyards and grain fields, moorland and the extraordinary foothills of the
Cantabrian Mountains.

And now, at your journey’s end through Castilla y Le6n along the Via de la Plata Route, you will get to enjoy
the views of the Rozo and Gato mountain ranges, living evidence of a historic past. This route is fully
signposted (IMBA Espana).

The Canal of Castilla Route runs through the plateau between the provinces of Palencia, Burgos and
Valladolid. It has three branches: the North branch (Alar del Rey to Calahorra de Ribas, near Ribas de Campos),
the Campos branch (from Calahorra de Ribas to Medina de Rioseco) and the South branch (from Serrdn, near
Grijota, passing through Palencia to Valladolid). An Asset of Cultural Interest since 1991, the Canal de Castilla
was built in the 18th and 19th centuries and is one of the most important Civil Engineering projects of the
Spanish Enlightenment period. Enjoy the wealth of monuments, landscapes and wildlife you'll find along the
route’s towpaths. You will see locks, docks, a large number of bridges and flour mills, such as the San Antonio
mill in Medina de Rioseco or the Abarca mill.

On your journey, you will come across cities such as Palencia and Valladolid, as well as Historic-Artistic Sites
of great heritage value such as Duefas, Becerril de Campos, Fuentes de Nava, Medina de Rioseco,
Montealegre de Campos and Villalba de los Alcores. Get on your bike and be amazed by the changing
landscapes that include moors, riverbanks, the plains of Tierra de Campos and the vineyards of the Cigales
Wine Route.
