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Chapel of Santa Maria - Monastery of the Mejorada

was frequently visited by the Catholic monarchs, Carlos V and Felipe II.

Both that ,Columbus wrote the Memorial of 1497 in the monastery of La Mejorada as Berruguete carved the altarpiece for the 

church prove the important role that it played in the social life of those years. With the Ecclesiastical Confiscations of Mendizábal 

disappeared the Hieronymites and the monastery passed into private hands.
